Select Bibliography

A proper bibliography of the German post-Ramist tradition would require a very
large volume in its own right. The following is no substitute for such a work, but
contains only the references necessary for the efficient consultation of the present
book, in conjunction with the list of abbreviations of the sources and literature
most frequently cited. For Ramus’ works Ong’s R77 remains indispensible.
Reasonably full bibliographies of other key figures can be found in Freedman,
Timpler, id., ‘Keckermann’, and Alsted, Encyclopaedia (facs. repr. 1990), vol. i,
pp. xix—xxxiii. A checklist of Alsted’s published writings structured in the same
manner as his oeuvre has been provided in Hotson, Alsted, 235—44. The following
bibliography lists all manuscripts cited in this study and only those primary
and secondary sources cited more than once but not included in the list of
