Ahead of the sacred things is o prologue about a resolution to examine the landscape and ob-
serve its prehistoric layers in the given time and space. It is an effort to collect fragments of the
ceased landscape looks and at the same time to follow human movements in it as well as their
mutugl relations. Constant tenseness in this endeavour has been caused by our fragmentary
knowledge, compuosite things and following in-assessability of the pre-reality, Not af least it is al-
so a prologue thinking over the present state of the matter with the belief that their forms can
be studied mainly by the archaeclogy in its multidisciplinary program.

Awareness of incompleteness

Awareness of iIncompleteness is mainly about the history of research in the settlernent archaeo-
logy (as a branch allowing relevant information in the archaeocenvironmental reconstruction
program), about the furning-point times and works in the research. From the beginnings and po-
inters of archaeoenvironmentally oriented reflections up to the new wave of seftlement-archa-
eological prospection at the incipient second half of the 20th century, frying to solve numerous
archaeocenvironmental questions (first of all connections of the prehistoric settlement to the lan-
dscape parameters). At the same time it is also about the methodology. From definite approa-
ches (the sefflemnent archaeology os an ethnographic method), through multidisciplinary ones
up to critical reflections, stressing and underlining relative character of these sources and awa-
reness of their incompleteness.

Archaeoenvironmental, econemic-spatial and anthropic contexts of the prehistoric landscape
(13-43)

Archaeoenvironmental, economic-spatial and anthropic contexts of the prehistoric landscape
is the study on archaeological sub-disciplines, that are widening the space of archaeological re-
search remarkably. Geoarchaeological, bioarchaeological, hydroarchaeoclogical, palaeocli-
matological and palaececonomical and spatial information and observations create a quali-
tatively new basis (archaeocenvironmental information system), or collection of contexts, that are
usable for modelling and final reconstruction of the prehistoric landscape. It is about constant in-
crease of archaecenvironmental data, forming a complex of factors (artefact, ecofact, eco-
parameter), that can be studied only to a limit degree. It is also about possible co-ordinators of
archaeoenvircnmental research and reconstruction.

Ceontext of the contexts - modelling of the prehistoric landscape
(45-77)

Context of the contexts - modelling of the prehistoric landscape is about the strategy (multidis-
ciplinary methedology) and the method of modelling (inter-correlation analysis). In the theoreti-
cal study, that can be characterised also as the first stage of an effort to reconstruct the prehis-
foric landscape, deftermining elements of the model are given (space, time, arfefact, ecofact,
ecoparameter). The modelling process, from the greater part based on statistical and inter-cor-
relation evaluations, is understood as a context of the particular elements contexts, that have
resulted in possible (optimal?) ways of the prehistoric landscape modeliing and reconstruction,
differentiating not only from the point of view of their starfing points and time and spatial lay-
down (a prehistoric period in the mesoregion, or small time interval in the microregion). but also
from the point of view of the research working strafegy itself.

Composition of the landscape
(79-84)

Composition of the landscape is an effort to find out answers on the questions of the prehistoric
landscape looks, to study changes, that the land overcame, and relevant factors, under which
the land that was formed. It is also about a try to reconstruct - based on the results of model-
ling in the limited spatial units - the prehistoric land with a man, who was its organic part. Their
mutual relations in the time and space are documented by archaeolegical sources as well as
by permanently revealed sources of multidisciplinary character. Hence, the land compaosition is
an opened process, an unfinished picture, that is continuously created by the recent research.
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
