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At present, there is no effective legislation to identify property ownership of people
who commit a crime. The general obligation laid down in Art. 91 Sec. 1of the Criminal
Procedure Code is insufficient; the purpose ofit is to ask the accused questions on their
family, property and income situation within questioning to the extent necessary to
determine the type and severity of punishment. The status quo allows offenders to
timely get rid of property gained from criminal activities or even their property
acquired in a legal manner, namely by transferring the property to a third party,
encumbering the property by fictitious third-party rights, enforcement proceedings,
