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Summary

This publication sums up research results begun in the late 60s and
submits an annotated survey of the development of Czech broadcast pro-
duction in the years 1926-1991. In my analysis, | have chosen works from
the whole range of Radiojoumal production, and from later (from 1945)
Ceskoslovensky rozhlas, (radio production); works predominantly written
by Czech authors.

The general classification approach employed in the study corresponds
with the techniques of broadcast performance. The first part of the study
covers the era of live broadcasting. The second, deals with the period
characterized by full use of tape recording techniques. In both parts indivi-
dually, three kinds of broadcast stagings are focused on in chronological
sequence: adaptations of prose, adaptations of theatre plays and original
broadcast plays. A great deal of attention is focused on rarely available
critical and theoretical activities of broadcast-oriented figures in the first
twenty years of broadcast existence. The section about Post-War publica-
tions is not as detailed.

In presenting my own theoretical reflections, hypotheses, and considera-
tions, | have chosen an unusual way of combining historiographical and
theoretical approaches to the researched issue. Inmy opinion, Czech fine-art
history has not paid serious attention to broadcast performance production
yet, and in order to understand theoretical conclusions, areader needs some
factual background on the authors' techniques, dramatic theory, production
and other components of the production line of Czech radio broadcasting.
(For aproper interpretation of particular.broadcast-theory terms refer to the
index of terms.)

The broadcast staging of an original theatre performance is one kind of
the possible varieties of dramatic art which substantially differs from a stage
version (with its changeable and passing character) by the existence of an
original (tape recording). Considering this fact, every dramatic theatre text
(with the exception of Lesedrama) requires audiovisual concreteness, then
a broadcast adaptation of a theatre performance inevitably involves greater
dramaturgical difficulties than a broadcast dramatization of a novel.

The broadcast reproduction of a literary work is its contemporary indi-
vidual concretization, in which the interpreter's relationship to the original
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iIs demonstrated through emphasizing or repressing certain features of the
work.

When prose or poetry is adapted for broadcast performance, its material
Is a completed piece of art which is adapted according to technical circum-
stances and a different kind of perception. In comparison with theatre or
film, most Czech broadcast-play authors did not understand the structural
openness of a literary work, as having boundless freedom of possible inter-
pretations, but as an interpretation program dictated by a writer.

An original broadcast play implies acoustic realization with modem
means of communication. When creating the image of reality, the author of
the script uses the semantic qualities of a word; the director, in cooperation
with a musician, actors, and a sound technician, evokes an audiovisual
Image in the listener's consciousness, or he tries to directly callup abroadcast
aesthetic experience. (The artificial broadcast sign does not need to be
decoded through the visual imagination.) The experience of the listener is a
set of intellectual, aesthetic, and psychological processes called up by an
acoustic reality.

For typology classification, | take into account both the literary and the
theatrical qualities of the plays (the combinations of lyric, epic and dramatic
elements, the presence of tragic or comic conflicts, the various portions and
functions of the means of expression,the different spheres of the topics of the
play, the language means used) and I classify separately the clearly auditive
genders.

When evaluating the production components of the stagings, | also deal
with the advantages of monophony and sterephony, the semanticizing of
sound and musical layers, the specificity of the actors' interpretation at the
microphone, the role of the key figure, the function of the narrator in
broadcast staging and other issues connected with the creative line of
broadcast production.

From the history-oriented parts of the study, it is apparent, that radio as
a medium was also subject to strong political control. Therefore, the best
broadcast production periods are those when there was the least censorship
and political interference (the 30s and 60s). During the existence of Radio-
joumal and Ceskoslovensky rozhlas, historiographical as well as broadcast-
theory research in broadcast verbal arthas been violently interrupted several
times by political forces. The consciousness of relationships —both creative
and theoretical efforts — in this field is very vague. At the forefront of the
whole 70 year period, there are mostly the individual figures of broadcast
directors.
