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De la N ativ itě  à la Pentecòte, de l ’A nnonciation  à 
ľAssomption, les fétes majeures de l’année liturgique furent 
pour la «basilica di San Marco della serenissima republica di 
Venetia» autant ď  occasions de déployer ses incomparables 
fastes. La musique en composait la partie maitresse, et se 
devait d'etre unique, merveilleuse et resplendissante, à 1’image 
de la coupole dorée sous laquelle on ľentendait résonner. La 
fète de la très Sainte Trinità se voyait accorder notamment 
une importance accrue qui lui conférait une présence musicale 
de premier rang, c’est ä dire avec 1’intervention du chceur, de 
l ’ensemble instrumentai et des deux orgues de tribune en vis- 
à vis-dans le chceur de la basilique.

From Christmas to Whitsuntide and from the Annunciation 
to the Assumption, the great feasts of the liturgical year as 
they were held at the "basilica di San Marco della serenissima 
republica di Venetia" were occasions onto which the 
incomparable splendours of the cathedral were brought to 
bear. Music formed the lion’s share of these and had almost 
a duty to be singular, full of marvels and splendid, the very 
image of the golden dome under which it echoed. The Feast 
of the Trinity came to acquire much greater importance than 
usual and thereby gained a musical embodiment of the highest 
level, using the full choir, the instrumental ensemble and the 
two organs on opposite sides of the choir in the basilica.
