Na dvore kralovského hradu v Praze lid oCekava vyneseni rozsudku nad vzpurnym
rytifem Daliborem. | kdyz se provinil, lid jej obdivuje.
At the king's court in Prague, the folks ore expecting the king's verdict on the rebel-
lious knight colled Dalibor. In spite of being guilty, he is still admired by the folks.

2 ,,Opusténého sirotka" /7 "Anorphan,abandonned” 4:09
(Jitka, sbor/chorus)
Venkovska divka Jitka vdéci Daliborovi za svj zivot. Je proto odhodlana pokusit se
Dalibora zachranit.
A country girl colled Jitko owes gratitude to Dalibor. She is thus determined to try
and save him.

3 Pochod /7 March 2:59
Prichazi kralovsky dvir; soudci a kral Vladislav.
King Vladislav arrives along with his court andjudges.

4 Jiz vite, jak to krasné kralovstvi!"
"You know by now how our kingdom fair " 3:27
(Vladislav)
Krél Vladislav pfipomina, ¢im se Dalibor provinil: pfepadl hrad Ploskovice a v boji
usmrtil purkrabiho. Nejprve bude vyslySena Zalobkyné, purkrabiho sestra Milada.



King Vladislav points out Dalibor's guilt: He attacked the castle of Ploskovice and
killed the burgrave in a fight. The plaintiff who is burgrave's sister Milada will be
heard first.

5 ,,Jiz uchopte se slova" / "Step forward without fear"
(Vladislav, Milada, sbor/chorus, Jitka)
Kral vyzve Miladu k vypovédi pfed soudem. Milada stézi pfekonava zZal, Jitku
premahaji obavy.
The king calls Milada to testify in front of the court. It is hard for Miloda
to overcome her grief. Jitka is becoming worried.

6 ,,Pohasnul den"/ "The sun did set" 6:54
(Milada, sbor/chorus, Jitka, Vladislav)
Milada vypravi o pfepadeni hradu, li¢i boj a smrt svého bratra. Pfed kralovskym sou-
dem ze vSeho obZaluje rytife Dalibora. Kral se snazi Miladu utiSit slibem spravedli-
vého soudu a pokyne, aby byl pfiveden obzZalovany rytif. Milada i Jitka se Daliborova
prichodu obavaiji.
Milada describes the attack on the castle. She gives account of the fight and death
of her brother. At the court she accuses Dalibor of oil that. The king tries to conci-
liate Milada, so he promises a fair trial and summons the accused knight. Both Mi-
loda and Jitka are worried about Dalibor's arrival.

Milada je zjevem rytife Dalibora ohromena a uchvacena. NetuSila, jak pfitazlivého
muZe obZalovala. Kral vyzve obZalovaného, aby se obhajil.
Milada is overwhelmed and fascinated by the knight's appearance. She did not
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have the slightest idea of how attractive the man she accused was. The king asks
the defendant to speak for himself.

' won't deny it, lies are not my province" 5:41
(Dalibor, Milada)

Dalibor prohlasi, Zze byl vazan pfisahou pomsty. Vzpomina na nerozlu¢ného pfitele
Zdenka, ktery padl v boji. Protivnici stali jeho pfiteli hlavu a potupné ji narazili na
kil. ProtoZe jim pomahal purkrabi z Ploskovic, Dalibor vypalil jeho hrad a v boji po-
mstil pfitelovu smrt.

Dalibor claims that he was under oath of revenge. He remembers his faithful friend
Zdenék, who died in a fight. The enemies beheaded him and stuck his head on

a pole in a disgraceful way. Since the burgrave of Ploskovice was one of the ene-
mies' helpers, Dalibor burnt the burgrave's castle down and avenged his friend's
death in a fight.

"Committing crime thou hast thus helped thyself!" 2:55
(Vladislav, Dalibor, Milada, sbor/chorus)

Kral oznaci Daliborovo jednani za zlo€in ve vilastni prospéch a obvini Dalibora
ze vzpoury. Dalibor se odmita vzdat prava na pomstu. NeohliZi se na nic.
Nestoji 0 Zivot bez pritele, ktery padl. Miladu dojim& Daliborova pfimost

a vérnost pratelstvi.

The king calls Dalibor's act a crime committed for his own benefit and accuses Dali-
bor of a revolt. Dalibor refuses to give up his right to revenge. He does not take
anything into consideration. Life without the friend who died is not worth living for
him. Milada is touched by Dalibor's openess and the fidelity of his friendship.
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»Tak, Dalibore, zni soud jednohlasné"

"Thus, Dalibor, reads judgement unanimous™ 4:49
(Jeden ze soudcli/One ofthejudges, sbor/chorus, Dalibor)

Soudce oznamuje rozsudek: dozivotni vézeni v temném Zzaléfi. Dalibor pfijme vyrok
soudu jako cestu za svym pfitelem do nebes. Lid obdivuje Daliborovu state¢nost.
The judge announces the verdict: life sentence in the dungeon. Dalibor accepts the
verdict as a way to follow his friend to heaven. The people admire Dalibor's
courage.

Jakmile straze Dalibora odvedou, Milada padne pred kralem na kolena a Zada pro
Dalibora o milost. Soudcové odmitaji. Kral pfipomind, Ze nad citem musi viadnout
zakon a zlo€iny musi stihat trest.

4s soon as the guards take Dalibor away, Milada throws herselfon her knees in
front of the king and begs for mercy. The judges refuse. The king insists that law
must rule over sense and crime must be punished.

(Milada, Jitka)

Milada is aware that she pleaded for the knight who had killed her brother. Jitka
calls Milada's transformation love and offers her help. Milada accepts her offer.

(Jitka, Vitek)
Jitka sdéli Vitkovi, Zze Milada, ktera Dalibora obZzalovala, vzplanula k Daliborovi las-
kou a vkradla se v pfevleku mezi vézenské strdzce. Také Vitek je nyni odhodlan Mi-
ladé pomoci.
Jitko tells Vitek that Milado who hod accused Dalibor fell in love with him. She then
mingled among the prison guards in a disguise. Now Vitek as well has resolved to
help her.

In the dwelling of the jailor BenesS, the commander of the castle guard called
Budivoj urges everybody to be vigilant. He seems suspicious of the new young
helper but Benes assures Budivoj of the boy's good service.

"Oh, how saddening is a jailer's life, how hard" 2:24
(Benes)

Zalarnika Benese tiZi samota uprostfed Sedych zdi.

Bene§, thejailor, is oppressed by loneliness among the grey walls.

(Mllada, Benes)

Milada, pfevlecena za chlapce, pfipravila malou hostinu. Zalafnikovi navrhne, Ze
namisto n&j navstivi vézné. Zalafnik potvrdi, Ze v nejhlubsi kobce je véznén Dalibor.
Miladu ovladne nadé&je na setkani s obdivovanym rytifem. Zalarnik slibil p@jcit Dali-
borovi do vézeni housle. Chce tim Daliborovi spinit posledni prani.

Milada disguised as a boy has prepared a small feast. She proposes to thejailor to
visit the prisoner for him. He reveals that Dalibor is held in the deepest cell in the dun-
geon. Milada is overcome by the hope that she might meet the admired knight. The
jailor has promised to lend Dalibor the violin. He wants to grant Dalibor's last wish.

Zalafnik pfinasi housle. Milada v pFestrojeni jen st&Zi skryva pravy divod své radosti.
The jailor brings the violin. Disguised Miloda hides the true reason of herjoy with
difficulty.

Dalibor wokes up from o dream with on illusion that his friend Zdenék is coming to
visit him. He longs for freedom os well as for friendly embrace. He wishes he had
the violin which Zdenék used to ploy.

(Milada, Dalibor)
Do Daliborovy kobky sestoupi v pfestrojeni Milada. Pfeda Daliborovi housle. Teprve
pak se pfedstavi - odhodi prevlek - a pfizna se, Ze ona sama Dalibora z pomsty
udala a obzalovala. Citi vinu, a chce proto Daliborovi pomoci z vézeni.
Milada descends down into Dalibor's cell in disguise and gives Dalibor the violin.
Only then she introduces herself - she takes off her disguise. After that she con-
fesses that she denounced and accused Dalibor because she was seeking revenge.
Now she feels guilty and wants to help him to escape from prison.

Velitel hradni straze Budivoj
oznamuje, Zze odhalil vzpouru, jizZ mél byt Dalibor vysvobozen z vézeni.
At the king's court the council has met in haste. The commander of castle guards
Budivoj announces that he discovered a rebellion in which Dalibor wanted to escape.

(Benes)
Zalainik Bene$ potvrzuje, Ze chlapec, kterého vzal do sluzby, cht&l mluvit s Dalibo-
rem. Snazil se zalafnika podplatit a pak zmizel.
Thejailor confirms that the boy in his service wanted to speak to Dalibor. He tried
to bribe the jailor and then he disappeared.

8 .,V tak pozdni dobu" /7 "At this late hour” r
(Vladislav)
Kral Vladislav vyzyva soudce k rozhodnuti. Sdm pfemitd nad nesnadnym udélem pa-
novnika byt zaroven dobrym pastyfem i nastrojem pomsty.
King Vladislav urges thejudges to pronounce the judgment. He himselfponders
over the uneasy lot of the ruler who must be a shepherd and a vessel of revenge
at the same time.

9 ,Jste jiz u konce?" / "Are you ready?"
(Vladislav, soudci/judges)
Soudcové rozhodli, aby byl Dalibor jeSté téZe noci popraven. Kral vaha, sam vidél

Budivoj Daliborovi zopakuje kralCiv rozkaz: smrt me¢em s rytifskymi poctami.

Budivoj and the guards find Dalibor standing near the broken bars and released
from chains. He is encouraged by the news that Milada, his savior is out ofreach of



the guards. Budivoj repeats to Dalibor what the king's orders are. He will be be-
headed with a sword and get the homage which a knight deserves.
