The Call of the Wild, considered by many London’s great-
est novel, is a gripping tale of a heroic dog who, thrust
iInto the brutal life of the Alaska Gold Rush, ultimately
faces a choice between living in man's world and
returning to nature. Adventure and dog-story enthusiasts
as well as students and devotees of American literature
will find this classic work a thrilling, memorable reading
experience.
