Suife in Season emerged as a fitle,
with each movement representing a season and corresponding style that would fit the mood. There is a blustery feel
of fall in the first movement, “Autumn Ballade”; the lyrical quality of a picturesque snow fall in the second movement

“Winter Romance’; a mysterious nature in “Spring Jazz," the third movement; ending with the rhythmic and rollicking
tourth movement, “Summer Latin.”
